1. After the database files are 
unzipped to a floppy disk, or USB 
Key. Open PFM click on  
“ Updates>PFM  Updates > 
Manual.”  

2. Select the dr ive that has the 
database files,  for example, if 
you copied the files to the A:> 
drive select ‘A:’ .  PFM will be 
updated with the latest database 
files. 
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1. After PFM is updated, then apply 
the updates to the PPC.
